What Time Am I Expected? VIP attendees will be transported to the estate 
beginning at 4:50 PM.  All other ticket holders will be shuttled beginning at 
6:05.

What Should I Wear?  This event will take place both indoors and outdoors so 
please dress for the weather and for the natural floor of the great outdoors.
